    Players league age 10 through 12 are assigned teams in varying ways depending on the league and the players skill level.  There are three separate leagues for this age group, Major League, Triple A and Double A.  The skills session and tryout for this age bracket will be held on March 13.  For further information regarding that event see page 2.  


    The Major League is comprised of those 11 and 12 yr. olds that are drafted into this league.  Any 11 or 12 not presently assigned to a Major League team must tryout to be eligible to play in the Major League.  Each Major League team consists of five 11 yr. olds and seven 12 yr. olds.  Not all 11 and 12’s will make the Major League.  The 11’s that do not make a Major League team this year will play in Triple A and have another opportunity to tryout for the Majors the following year. 


    The highest level of skill and competitiveness in our small diamond program is found in this League.  Player development continues to be of importance, however game and situational strategies become an increasingly important factor. Once a Major League team drafts a player, that player will remain with that team through their 12-year-old season.


    The Triple A League is comprised of 11 and 12 ‘s that are not drafted by a Major League team.  Players in this league will be assigned to teams in a manner that balances talent within the league. A medium to high level of

skill and competitiveness is found in AAA. Player development is central to this league, while game and situational strategies are introduced. Triple A plays by basically the same rules that govern the Major League.


    Due to the split of five 11 yr. olds and seven 12 yr. olds per team, approximately 28 12 yr. olds who played in AAA as an 11 will be drafted by a Major League team.  All those that played in AAA as an 11 last season have the option of trying out for a spot in the Major League division as a 12.  If the player chooses to stay in AAA as a 12, he/she simply does not have to attend the tryout session.  That is a decision entirely up to the player and his/her parents.   However, in order to be eligible for the Major League draft, a player must attend the tryouts.


    The Double A League is a draft division, comprised of only 10 year olds.  Double A players do not “tryout” but rather participate in a skill and evaluation session. All 10 year olds will be assigned to a Double A team. Double A plays by a set of rules specifically designed for that league.  Coaches are required to focus on player development and instruction.


   The drafts for all leagues are scheduled for later than normal this year.
