Registration Policy

The FYBO will have registration once a year for members to register for the upcoming baseball season.

1. Registration will occur online beginning the first of the year and at a minimum of two (2) dates for walk in registration.  These registrations will occur in the months of January and February.  A member is not officially registered until the member signs the registration and release form and pays the registration fee.

2. To register a member in the FYBO, the registrant must meet the following:

a. Lives in the town of Franklin or is moving to Franklin prior to Opening Day.

b. Members must meet eligibility requirements to play in the FYBO and must play in their division as determined by birth date as written.  The eligibility requirement is birth dates born prior to May 1.

For example, a member must be 7 prior to May 1 of the present calendar year to be eligible for Rookie (7’s).  The same is true for each of the other divisions, Bantam (8’s), Single A (9’s), Double A (10’s), Triple A (11, 12), Majors (11, 12), Pony (13) and Babe Ruth (14,15).

ONLY EXCEPTIONS:

· 334 players as of March 18, 2006 affected by an age change policy initiated by USA Baseball and adopted by the FYBO Board of Directors in August 2005 were given the option to select the age level they would play as of March 1, 2006.  These 334 players committed in writing to wither adopt the new age requirement using May 1 as a league age date or continue to play using the previous age classification as of August 1 to determine their league age.  This decision determines their league age classification going forward for the remainder of their time in the program.  The decision made is irrevocable by any subsequent Board decision. 

· Any child born May 1 through August 31 is eligible to play within his/her grade level. This is a one time option to play at grade level in the 7 (Rookie), 8 (Bantam) and 9 (Single A) year old leagues. At the end of the 9 year old season, the Parent/Guardian will make a final decision to allow the player to either advance in all following years at grade level or repeat and stay in the 9 year old division and advance in following years at league age. If the parent does not notify FYBO of their child’s intention to repeat his/her Single A season, it will be assumed that they wish for their child to continue to play at grade level.  Any parent/guardian considering this option must come in person to registration, fill out a Letter of Intent to play at grade level and provide a copy of the players’ birth certificate.

· The play at grade level option is not available for players in the 10 year old (AA) division or beyond.  
3. The registration Fees: (determined by the board on a year-to-year basis)

4. If a member registers after March 1st, they are subject to a late registration fee.  Those registering late can only register with the President or Director of Baseball.  Coordinators are not allowed to register late members.  The amount of the late registration fee will be recommended by the Finance Committee and approved by the Board of Directors on a year-to-year basis.  Exceptions to the late registration fee policy is as follows:

a. The fee is waived if a member notifies the President or Director of baseball that they are unable to make the last sign-up and make arrangements to sign up at a later date.

b. The fee is waived if the member moves into town after the sign-up dates.

5. Late registrations will be accepted up to and beyond Opening Day unless the registration will impact the team size in the players division (i.e. team size would be 14 or more players).

6. If a member wishes a scholarship, they must register with the Town’s Human Services Department.  We will then honor the scholarship request once notified by the Human Services Department.
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
