Scholarship Program

The Franklin Youth Baseball Scholarship program is designed to provide four scholarships in the amount of $500.00/each annually to graduating seniors who plan to continue their education at an institution of higher education.  Two of the scholarships will be awarded to graduating seniors from Franklin High School and two will be open to students from any area school.  One of the Franklin High School student scholarships is the William F. Capen Jr. Memorial Scholarship.
The candidates must fulfill/meet the following requirements:

1. A candidate must have participated in the Franklin Youth Baseball program for a minimum of five years and at least two of those years must have been at the Senior League level (13, 14 & 15).

2. The candidate must have a minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.5.  This will be verified through the high school guidance department.

3. Each candidate must compose an original essay. This essay must be 250 words or more on the following topic: “What did you learn from your participation in the Franklin Youth Baseball Program and how will what you learned help you achieve your future goal/goals?”
A scholarship committee will be formed by members of the FYBO Board of Directors each year.  Only voting board members may be allowed on the committee.  If a member of the Board of Directors has a relative applying for an FYBO scholarship then that member may not serve on the committee.  Members of the committee will not know the identity of the essay authors until after the scoring has been completed.  The members of the scholarship committee will read the essays and score them on a six point system, six points representing the highest score and 1 point representing the lowest score.  Each committee member will read and record his/her score on his/her own score sheet.  A reader will not know what score the other readers have assigned to an essay until all of the essays have been scored.  All scores will be added and the four highest rated essays will be awarded the scholarships.  Those essays will then be presented to Mrs. Capen to read and choose the essay to represent the William F. Capen Jr. scholarship.  Scholarship funds will be dispersed to the selected individuals upon evidence of successful completion of the first semester.

The program is funded solely by the Bill Capen Memorial Golf Classic, of which all proceeds go to the scholarship program.  Bill Capen served on the FYBO Board of Directors for several years representing the Bantam League, Single A, Double A, and Pony League. He coached at every level from Rookie through Babe Ruth, including summer all star teams. Bill was also instrumental in developing and implementing the first FYBO golf. He exemplified the spirit and dedication to volunteer that it takes to run a program such as FYBO.
