Secretary’s Minutes

· Minutes from April 08, 2010 – approved.
AAA Coordinator – Rich Casey has resigned as AAA Coordinator.  Rich had taken the post when he heard that there was no interest.  There is now interest from another party, so Rich is stepping down to make way for Scott Kay.  Scott was nominated, seconded, accepted the nomination and was unanimously approved.

Division Reviews – Mark Eccher went around the room making sure all divisions and coordinators were ready for this weekend’s opener.

· Rookie – All set.  It was noted that, as happens each year, 1st communion may cause some teams to be short of players and coaches.

· Bantam – Good to go.  Same as with Rookie, 1st communion may cause some teams to be short of players and coaches.  It was also noted that coaches should be made aware of the lip on the infield of Putnam and for them to make sure their players are careful.
· Single A – No issues.  Three umpires did not make the clinic and a parent who is patched has offered to give them a quick training session.
· Double A – All set.  The Dacey batting cage is 95% complete and ready for the season.

· Triple A – Scott Kay will touch base with Don Chmielinski On the Majors / Triple A call up procedures.

· Majors – All set to go.
· Pony – A rake is needed at the JV field.
· Babe Ruth – Season is in full swing.
· Uniforms / Equipment– As usual Larry Pollard has everything under control and all equipment issues have been dealt with.  Larry needs the extra shirts, socks and hats back as soon as possible.   He would prefer them be handed in by the division coordinators and not have them filtering in here and there.  Larry had to hand out a lot of shirts for the Challenger league so he needs the extras returned so they can be used for Majors call ups.

· Jacket Sizes for all 12’s are needed ASAP to have them ready before the playoffs.
· Snack Stand – Everything is set to go.
· Fields 
· Putnam – The waiver still needs to be signed.  Putnam has moved out, however, the complex is owned by a NY company that plans to holds onto it for the immediate future.  As a result, that company has said that it would allow FYBO to continue to use the field.  The infield needs repair and infield mix, which FYBO will help provide.
· Steve Skaza handed out a budget update that had some minor changes due to needs for infield mix (see Putnam) and other slight changes.
· All coordinators will get a key for the lock boxes that have been delivered and there will be a hide-away box for the key.
· Porta-Potty’s will be at all fields.
· The F1 and King Street Scoreboards are operating fine.  The scoreboard at F2 is still not working.  Coordinators need to remind coaches to have someone use the controllers and then place them back where they belong when done.
· The Dugouts and Snack Stand at Fletcher field are in desperate need of a paint job.  The FYBO mural also needs some fixes made to it.  Mark said he would talk to Ryan Jette about getting some help with the painting.

Rainouts – The proper procedure is that Coordinators make the call of whether to play or not before the game starts.  Once the game starts it is at the Umpires discretion.  If Mark or Doug send out an email saying all games are off, then all games are cancelled.  Coordinators are to remind their coaches to not change Sports Manager if a rainout has occurred.  They should update the score in the original date once the game is played.
