Secretary’s Minutes from January 13, 2011 – approved
Tryouts are scheduled for April 12 and April 19.
Registration update – At this time, the numbers are off by roughly 300 compared to 2010.  The walk in registrations had not been entered as of 2/17/2011.  The late fee date of March 1st was discussed and there were no objections to keeping it at that date.
· Rookie – not yet entered

· Bantam – 97 compared to 146 that played Rookie ball last year

· Single A – 99 compared to 148 that played Bantam last year

· Double A – 118 compared to 168 that played Single A last year

· AAA / Majors – 186 compared to 219 that played Double A / Triple A and Majors last year

· Big Diamond - 180
Summer League Committee – The Committee met again and plans to have a proposal ready for either the March 3 or March 10 meeting.  Mark Eccher noted that the committee would like to pick coaches for All Star teams earlier this year.  Another potential proposal was how the Hock and Tondorf teams would be selected.  A suggestion was to have coaches select the eight Hock coaches voting players, then select the 8 Tondorf coach’s selections.  Then have the Hock coach pick his/hers 4 players and then the Tondorf pick his/hers 4 players.  Following is what the committee had already discussed for number of teams:
· Hock - ages 9 through 15 for 2011
· Tondorf – ages 9 through 12 for 2011.

· Sizzler – same number of teams as 2010

· Diamond Team for 16 year olds – This is still being discussed
· Tri Valley – One or two 13 year old teams and three 14 and 15 year old teams
Photographers – Doug Ayotte said that he has decided to go with All for One.  The company will give FYBO $4 per package ordered and a $3,000 guarantee.  The company will also provide scorebooks and plaques to be sent to all sponsors.

· Picture Day will be May 7th at the High School

Pony / Babe Ruth Split – The names of the Divisions will be National League and American League.  The National League will be the division that will have tryouts.

Snack Stand Update – Unless someone comes forward at the last minute, we may need to seek alternative methods for running the Snack Stand.  Mark has one person he needs to contact other than that we have no volunteers for this post. One suggestion was to run it by a 6 or 8 person committee.  Another suggestion was to seek out a civic group or local organization willing to run it for a donation of a predetermined amount.  Kurt will send out an email via sports manager seeking any interested volunteers.
· Side note: an email blast was sent out 2/24/2011 and so far there have been no responses.
Miscellaneous

· Doug sent out an email about water mats, a new product used to absorb water on fields.   Mark said he would mention them to Steve Skaza.
· Fields for Spring – The DPW noted that FYBO should be prepared for possibly starting the Spring season a little late this year due to all of the snow.

· The rules committee still needs to meet.  It was decided they would use the February 24 meeting date.

· The next meeting will be March 3rd so we can get some coaches approved before tryouts.

· Opening Day Honorees – No names were suggested, so it was discussed honoring a military veteran who played I FYBO.  One suggestion was to research this via the VFW.
