Secretary’s Minutes from December 09, 2010 – approved
Walk In Registration will be held at the Elks on January 29 and February 5th from 8 am to noon.  Volunteers are needed for both days.

· Play at Grade Level – those that chose the option last year and played in Single A have to decide whether to move onto AA or stay in Single A.  This option was noted on a form that was signed during registration last year.  It was discussed during the meeting that we have not sent out a reminder to the parents who chose the option and perhaps it would be a good idea to do so.
Summer League Committee – The Committee met recently and plans to meet once or twice more before presenting its proposal.  Tony Noviello updated the board in regards to what was discussed for number of teams at each level and what leagues they will play in for 2011.   Following is what the committee had already explored:
· Hock - ages 9 through 15 for 2011
· Tondorf – ages 9 through 12 for 2011.  Questions arose regarding whether the Hock B division was thought about instead of Tondorf.  Tony noted that the committee discussed going to the Hock B, however, one issue of pulling out of Tondorf would be that it would be a long time before FYBO would be allowed to go back to Tondorf.   Also, the Hock B division is relatively new and there is a concern that it is not fully established.  Tony said that the committee discussed evening out the pitching and catching talent between Hock and Tondorf in an effort to better balance the teams and give the Tondorf teams a more competitive edge. 
· Sizzler – same number of teams as 2010

· Diamond Team for 16 year olds –Questions about this team centered around whether it would be only 16’s or 16’s through 18’s?  Would it be an FYBO sponsored team?  How would this impact Senior Babe Ruth?

· Tri Valley – not discussed

· March 12 –Majors/AAA/AA will be from 8 am to 5 pm and 13 year olds will be from 5 pm to 8 pm.

· March 19 – 14 and 15 year olds will be from 4 pm to 8 pm.

Twi Light – Kurt Doyle said that the registration for the league has begun and is set up on Sports Manager.  Kurt asked the board if anyone had issues with the league accepting non Franklin players and no objections were made, he said that first preference would go to Franklin kids.
Budget – Walter Mason has received the Fields Committee proposal and will be setting up a finance committee meeting in the next week or so.  He plans to have the final proposal for the next board meeting.

· Equipment Room – Walter said he will follow up with the architect and check on the progress of the plans for the addition to the Equipment Room. 

· Photographers – Doug Ayotte has three proposals from photographers and is expecting one more before he makes a final decision.

· Colorgraphics is offering plaques, scorebooks and the kickback to FYBO is unknown.

· All for One will give FYBO $4 per package ordered and a $400 sponsorship, as well as plaques and scorebooks.
