Secretary’s Minutes

· Minutes from May 27, 2010 – approved.
Spring Season Review

He will proceed with trying to figure it out.   John King emailed that he was continuing to look into it and will have a progress report for the next meeting.  One question John had for the board was whether we would do it for all coaches at all divisions or pick a few divisions to start.  It was agreed that all divisions and coaches should be done.
All Stars – This year has seen a number of players selected for All Stars back out after being chosen.  It happens every year, however, a few coordinators were concerned with the number of players that have dropped out this year.  It was suggested that an email be sent out to all parents and players during the spring season discussing summer baseball opportunities (all star and recreation) and then suggesting that if they have plans and would not be available for all stars, to let their coach know.

A schedule of divisions and times will be sent out closer to the 27th.  Coordinators should start collecting the bags from their coaches.  The drop off at Fletcher Field will be for coordinators and assistant coordinators only.  Please do not have the coaches bring their bags individually, that would be too many people dropping equipment off at once.  If you have all of the equipment bags prior to that date, email Larry Pollard to see if you can do it earlier than the 27th. If you cannot make the 27th, email Larry to set up another date and time. 

· Make sure all equipment is in bag and in good condition.

· If something is missing or broken, tape a note to the bag noting what is missing or broken.

· Clean out the bags (inside and out) and make sure there is no trash, leaves, dirt, etc.
