Secretary’s Minutes

· Minutes from March 4, 2010 – approved.
Rules – The following rule changes were proposed, discussed and then voted on.  Doug Ayotte will be updating the rules accordingly and send them around.
· Babe Ruth – Changing rule 2.13 from: “Home team managers are responsible for properly securing all field related equipment after the game has ended” to note that both teams are responsible, not just the home team - approved.

· Babe Ruth – Changing rule 4.13 from: “Ten Run Rule.  If the visiting team is ahead by 10 or more runs after the 5th or 6th inning, or if the home team is ahead by 10 or more runs at any point after 41/2 innings, the ten run rule will be invoked and the game will be terminated” to 12 runs instead of 10 - approved.
· Babe Ruth – Removing the Player of the Game from All Star Voting - approved.

· Discussion ensued regarding whether this should be considered for other divisions as well.  See the Majors section for further notes.

· Babe Ruth – Changing rules 3.03 and 3.04 that note that a player should play a minimum of five innings and not sit more than three.  The recommendation was to go to a minimum of 4 innings and if a player does not play a minimum of 4 innings in a game, he/she will have to start the first 4 innings of the next game he/she attends. – approved.
· Babe Ruth - There had been a recommendation to go to a pitch count of 85 pitches.  This was removed from voting and tabled until next year.  It was agreed that more time is needed to look into doing this for all divisions or just some.

· Babe Ruth – Wording change – Once a pitcher is removed from a game, he/she cannot pitch again in that game – approved.

· Majors – There was a recommendation of removing the Player of the Game from All Star Voting.  Discussion centered around doing this for all divisions or just Majors.  Majors coaches in attendance agreed that the POG is not a factor in their All Star voting.  There was a split in the room as to whether or not the POG was helpful and/or useful.  Some coordinators spoke highly of it, while others did not.  It was agreed to table this proposal for all divisions except babe Ruth for 2011.
· Double A – A proposal was made to add a rule that states that once 10 runs have been scored by one team in an inning the inning is over – approved.

Registration numbers have risen significantly from the March 4, meeting.  Doug noted that more than 32 players chose to play at grade level in the Rookie League.  Approximately 20 Players chose to play at grade level as a Bantam and 4 chose to play at Grade Level in Single A.  The Single A number may be more than 4 and closer to 20, dependent on some late signups put into the registration database this week.

Number of Teams per division based on Sports Manager as of 3-4-2010 and discussions taken place during the meeting.  These numbers may change dependent on late registrations.
· Rookie – 11 teams.  This may change dependent on all Rookie sign ups being entered into Sports manager.
· Bantam - 12 teams, with nine coaches already approved.

· Single A – 14 teams, so two additional coaches need to be approved.  Bob Collins and Jan Kyrzak were unanimously approved.

· Double A - 12 teams, with 13 names already approved.
· Majors - 12 teams and all coaches have been approved.
· Triple A – 6 teams.

· Pony - 10 teams are expected.  Nine coaches have been approved and Dave Comfort is looking for one more.

· Babe Ruth - 13 teams, all coaches have been approved.

· Double A - Tuesday, March 16, 7 pm at the High School, Room L127.

· Majors – Sunday, March14. at the King Street Fire Station.
· Triple A – Draft is Sunday, Coaches meeting can be held Tuesday, Wednesday or Thursday at the High School, Room L127.  If held on Tuesday, would be sharing the room with AA.

· Pony – Thursday, March 18, at 6:30 pm at the Rec. Center

· Babe Ruth – Monday, March 15, 60:30 pm at the Rec. Center

New Business

· Summer Baseball – Discussion centered around whether FYBO should be sending its “B” teams to the Tondorf tournament to compete against neighboring towns “A” teams and are we doing the right thing for the kids.  Franklin has not done very well in Tondorf the past two years.  Franklin has already committed to Tondorf for 2010.  It was noted that when Franklin was sending its “B” teams to the Suburban “A” league they were not very competitive and when we switched to the Suburban “B” league the Franklin teams were much better than the competition and it was not fun mercying teams every game.  The Hockomock “B” league was mentioned as an alternative, however, not enough is known of the competitive level of that league or its future.
