Secretary’s Minutes from April 21, 2011 – approved

Review of Leagues:

· Big Diamond – Should be all caught up as of Sunday, weather permitting.

· Majors – Nothing to report

· Triple AAA – Nothing to report.

· Double A – Schedule is on track with one makeup left, scheduled for May 21.

· Single A – Nothing to report.

· Rookie and/or Bantam – There was an issue between a security guard at Putnam Field and a coach of one of the teams using the field.  Coordinators were reminded to have their coaches communicate that there should be no parking on the grass.
· General:

· All Coordinators were told to remind their coaches that only four coaches per team are allowed and one (the scorekeeper) must be in the dugout.

· The Challenger League still has a few open dates with no teams.

All Stars

 Coaches Selections

· The All Star manager selection committee has only 7 coaching applicants to date.

· Doug Ayottee noted that the Manager Selection Committee will do interviews on one night (preferably) at Fletcher Field.
· The Babe Ruth All Star Selection process needs to be finalized by next meeting.  The Coordinators started explaining what the process may be like and after some discussion it was decided that they should meet, come up with a proposal and then send it out to the Board so they can read it, come up with questions, edits, etc. and be ready at the next meeting.

· As the meeting started to wind down, this subject came up again.  The Babe Ruth coordinators mentioned that the player selection process could be tricky for the 13 year old Hock team since there are only 12 13 year olds in national.  Another thing to consider is how to vote for players for the different teams with both the National and American League coaches in attendance and some not being familiar with players in the other league.  They discussed several options for picking the teams and then decided to send the proposal to the Secretary who would in turn send it out to the entire board

· For the Small Diamond, Coordinators were reminded that if a player makes one team, he/she cannot decide to skip that team and play for another.

· Uniforms will be ordered for all leagues and divisions.  There are 12 Small Diamond teams (9 through 12 Hock, 9 through 12 Tondorf, two Sizzler 9/10 teams and two Sizzler 11/12 teams) and eight Big Diamond Teams (13 through 15 Hock, two 13 year old Tri Valley teams and three 14/15 Tri Valley teams).  The general consensus was that the shirt sizes from last year were fine and that we should go with sleeveless with the tee.  Discussion took place regarding whether the coaches shirts should be blue or white.  A vote was taken and the majority of those in attendance voted for blue.

Tom Donnelly – A former Board Member, Coach, Umpire and Opening Day Honoree passed away this week.   Those members who knew Tom spoke fondly and respectfully of him.

Golf Tournament – This needs to be set up again.  Walter said he will touch base with Rick Salvucci again.  A couple of things to consider are that Franklin Youth Hockey and the High School Hockey program are planning tournaments in August or September.
The Vision Committee, represented by Dave Montanaro, noted that they had talked about ways of keeping FYBO fun and interesting for the kids.  Suggestions included: selling clothing with different designs and colors, a field day, a championship day complete with trophy presentations or having a photo company take pictures during playoffs and championship games. The field day seemed to drum up some interest.  Thoughts were that it should be done around Labor Day weekend at Fletcher field.  Larry Pollard said that FYBO had done it in the past and it had been successful.  It would be sort of a carnival like atmosphere.  While a majority of those present thought it was a good idea, no volunteers to be on a committee came forward at that time.

The Scholarship Committee met last week and commented on the quality of the essays.  Four worthy candidates were chosen.
