Secretary’s Minutes from May 12, 2011 – approved
Snack Stand Coordinator – Jennifer Dillon was nominated and voted in unanimously as Snack Stand Coordinator.  
Treasurers Report – The snack stand has recovered all costs so far and is now operating in the black.  Walter noted that Jennifer Dillon had asked for the Boards point of view of what the goal for the snack stand was.  It was the general agreement of those in attendance that the purpose was to make a profit, however, having it open and operable is the main priority.
Vision Committee / Branding Committee – As mentioned in the May 12 meeting, the Vision Committee has been looking for ways to generate interest in FYBO.  Selling soft goods (shirts, sweatshirts, etc.), bumper stickers and a contest to come up with a mascot were some of many ideas thrown out.  The Branding Committee - chaired by Bob Collins with Jennifer Dillon, Jim Donovan and Walter Mason - was established to meet and come up with ways to get FYBO’s name out in the public.
Babe Ruth All Star Selection rules – John King presented the following proposal for All Star selection rules for Babe Ruth (American and National League).  After a lengthy discussion, a motion was made to accept the rules as presented along with the two amendments (below in red) - approved unanimously.

Structure and Conditions of All Star Selection Process 

a) The Babe Ruth League Coordinators will facilitate the selection process for the 13, 14 and 15 year old selections including any specified tryout processes.

b) All Babe Ruth League level players are nominated for All Star selection consideration or tryouts based on the composition of teams and roster spots available for each division by the Babe Ruth Committee.

c) Only seconded players (with the exception of team(s) selected via tryout) can be placed on rosters.

d) A tryout will be held for the top 13 year old team.  Managers of both American (AL) and National (NL) Division teams may nominate/invite up to 2 players to participate in the tryout.   There can also be up to four at large names selected for the tryout by the selection committee.  The Tryout committee will be comprised of at least three FYBO board members who are not currently coaching 13 yr. olds and who are not parents of 13 yr. olds.  All participants will participate in both outfield and infield position skill drills and there will be an additional opportunity for pitcher and catcher candidates.  There will also be a hitting component in the cage or via live pitching.  The tryout committee will determine via consensus the top sixteen 13 yr. old players based on the tryout and will review the list before the all-star selection process with the selected coach whose son must be ranked among the top 16 players.  The tryout committee and the selected manager will select the final 12 players and the remaining 4 players will be presented to respective division coaches as automatic nominees for remaining all-star teams and Hock alternates.  If a National League 13 year old player does not get selected to the Hock team, he/she will automatically be placed on a tri valley team.

There will be two additional 13 year old all-star teams.  NL 13 year old players not selected for Hock Teams are eligible for nomination.   Most of the players selected will come from the AL with coaches following the same nomination, voting and selection process as above.  

14s and 15s – there will be one Hockomock 14 yr. team and only NL players are eligible to be nominated.  The coaches will follow the same nomination and voting process as outlined above.

There will be two combined 14/15 year old Tri-Valley teams each carrying thirteen players.  Thirteen 14s and thirteen 15s will be selected with all 15s coming from the NL, eleven 14s coming from the NL and two 14s coming from the AL.  The coaches will follow the same nomination and selection process as outlined above.  

There will be one 15 yr old Hock team and only NL players are eligible to be nominated.  The coaches will follow the same nomination and voting process as outlined above.

10:04 Election – Remains the same EXCEPT for 13 Hock (tryout committee), and accounting for the Tri-Valley distribution of 14 yr old slots by division.

Misc:

· Golf Tournament – Rick Salvucci has Sunday August 21st as the date for the Golf Tournament.
· Small Diamond Umpires for All Stars – A concern was raised that there are some umpires in the Majors that are not patched but have many years of experience and they are not umpiring in the summer.
