Secretary’s Minutes

· Minutes from May 13, 2010 – approved.
Summer All Stars
· Fees – The summer all star fees were increased from $125.00 to $140.00.  The fees were adjusted to accommodate the rising cost of equipment and baseballs.  Additionally, it was estimated that the cost per player increased by approximately $3, coach shirts increased by $1 and umpire fees have been increased by $5.

· Equipment pickup for Summer Teams – The jerseys will be delivered Friday June, 4.  A Saturday morning distribution will take place so the Tri Valley teams will have everything for their openers. 
· Summer Baseball Rules – A discussion took place regarding individual all star league rules vs. FYBO rules.  There is an FYBO rule for summer baseball that states that we follow FYBO rules in certain situations (i.e. when the FYBO rules are stricter).  Some members have raised the concern that the FYBO playing time rules differ from some all star leagues and players may not be receiving as much playing as they should or could if coaches went by the all star leagues rules. After a lengthy discussion it was decided that in order to properly address this concern, we would need to look at each leagues rules since some differ.  We also have to take into consideration that summer tournaments have different rules as well.  This could be addressed at the next meeting, but not in time for Tri Valley to start for ages 13 through 15/16.
· It was noted that the rules committees met in the fall and winter and any changes to rules should have been suggested then.  Several members voiced their opinions that rules should be reviewed by the rules committee first.  Any suggestions should be sent to the division appropriate committee.  

· Summer Babe Ruth innings rules – One suggestion was to change from the 3 innings per game to a minimum of 5 innings every game.  There was a concern on how this would be monitored and policed.

· Getting parents involved - One suggestion was to email parents of all stars with the playing time rules of their child’s league.  This would make parents aware of the rules and they could in turn make sure their child gets efficient playing time.
· Single “A” All stars and Play ups – It was noted that we should confirm the age requirements for each summer all star league.  That way we can be aware of any players that took the “play up” option that will not be eligible to play for an all star team due to that leagues age requirements.
Fields
· A dirt mound has been put in at Putnam Field.  So, the portable mound needs to be taken away.  A truck or the trailer would be sufficient enough to move the mound.  In question was where to put the mound once it is moved from Putnam. Fletcher field near the batting cages was suggested.
· A question was raised regarding whether or not we are going to buy another pallet of speedy dry.  The supply is awfully low and with playoffs coming up, we should replenish the supply.  It was noted that someone took four bags of speedy dry for a small diamond field.  This is a bit excessive and can be considered wasting money.  

· Fletcher 1 (right field), Fletcher 2 (left field foul territory and third base side dug out) and Fletcher 3 (back stop) are in need of fence repair.

 New Business
· Coaches evaluations for Spring Season – A question was raised regarding whether or not coaches evaluations will be done this year.  It has been a few years since the last time they were administered.  Is this something that a committee should look at?  A concern was the low number of returns.  John King volunteered to look into on online survey sites such as “Survey Monkey”.  Doug will look into whether or not this is something Sports Manager could handle.   Doug and John hope to give their findings at the next meeting.

· While discussing the evaluations, it was noted that parents of players need to be reminded that they should go to their coach first with any issues or concerns.  It that does not solve the situation, they should then go to the leagues coordinator.
· Scoreboards – Doug Ayotte suggested that FYBO purchase cases for the wireless scoreboard controllers.  They are $25 each and would protect the controllers from rain.

· The Men’s rest room at Fletcher field is in need of a good cleaning.

· Golf Tournament – Registration for this has been set up on Sports Manager.  An email will be sent out via Sports Manager promoting the event.
